ANNUAL MEETING: The Annual Meeting of our Parish was held on February 17, 2008 with an opening prayer
and a quorum present.

The following were elected to open positions on the Church Board: Mary
Jane Vujovic, financial secretary; Dragan Popovich and Mile Stevanovic, members at large. Outgoing Board Officers
Dan (Dusan) Cekarmis, financial secretary, and Dragan Beribak and Bronko Cekarmis, members at large, were
thanked for their service. The following were elected to the 2009 Nominating Committee: Mike Jankovich, Peter
Lalic, Cedo Marusic and Vladimir Radojevic. By virtue of his position as priest, Fr. Ilija is automatically on the
Nominating Committee. The following were elected to the Auditing Board: Judy Petrovich and Anne Preston. The
tutors for this year are: Cedo Marusic, Zoran Glisic and Vladimir Radojevic.

The operating budget of $102,266 for 2008 was approved. Peter Lalic was elected to be a delegate at the Diocesan
Sabor in Moraga, CA on February 22 and 23, 2008 along with Milan Vincic as president. The treasurer, stewardship,
KSS and Choir reports were presented and approved. Milan Vincic and Fr. Ilija gave their reports, which were
approved.

Included in this year’s budget is a part time position for a clerk to help with administrative work such as filing,
monthly bulletin, typing, etc. This person should be computer literate in both English and Serbian. Please contact Fr.

Also, in this year’s budget is a part time position for someone to clean the inside of the church building. This includes
all rooms, on both floors.

Rade Spasojevic volunteered to be the Bookstore manager. Dusan Cekarmis, Jr. was thanked for his service in
managing the bookstore. The design of Parking Lot Upgrade was approved and is to be funded by separate donations.
The remodel of the women’s and men’s toilet rooms along with the refreshment bar was approved and is to be funded
by separate funding. The meeting was closed with a prayer.
