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A LENTEN MESSAGE FROM HIS GRACE BISHOP MAXIM
To the clergy, monastics and faithful of our God-protected Diocese:

Blessed be the upcoming Great Paschal Lent which brings us into the Lord's and
our Pascha—through the Cross and Resurrection—Christ's and ours in Him.

This Sunday we look to forgiveness as we enter the holy journey of Great Lent.
On this day we are reminded of Adam and Eve’s banishment from Paradise and
of their failure to remain faithful to the gift of personal communion with God.

Now, my beloved, through the practice of fasting, the Church—and fasting is
our obedience to the Church—invites us to liberate ourselves from our self-
sufficiency and to offer the fruits of Lent—joy, meekness, peace, merciful-
ness—to our beloved ones and to those in need. As the sacred hymnography of
the Church urges us, all the ascetic elements—fasting, abstinence, frugality,
restriction of personal desires, intense prayer, and confession—are essential to
the period of Great Lent and should not be considered burdensome obligations
or unbearable duties that result in despondency or dejection.

All these ascetical efforts and all cleansing from the passions are in essence pre-
conditions for our Eucharistic communion with God, and this communion can-
not be understood apart from love. Just as the sacrifice on the Cross takes its
meaning from the Resurrection, so all our Lenten effort finds their fulfillment
in Holy Communion. Let us be obedient to the counsel of the Church and un-
derstand the practice of fasting just as She prescribes. In doing so, we will walk
together with Christ to Golgotha and rejoice with Him on the Feast of Feasts!

In inviting you to the “opened arena of virtues” from our episcopal seat, I ex-
tend to all of you my paternal prayer and spiritual blessing for a fruitful journey
through the period of Great Lent, asking your forgiveness.

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

“For where two or three come together in my name, there am I with them."
With these words, the Lord Jesus Christ called our people to common prayer
that truly occurred.

We gathered on February 7, 2010 for the regular annual meeting and prayed to
God for a successful outcome. Based on the will of the majority of the parish-
ioners present we voted to purchase the property of our deceased neighbor
Hugh Macdonald. With the announcement of the decision to buy the property
everyone was overcome with joy, satisfaction, smiles and brotherly congratula-
tions. This was truly a historic moment for our parish.

So that the process of purchasing the property and preparing for construction of
a new church be completed successfully, the Assembly decided that the work of
the Executive Board regarding these activities be supplemented by a Financial
Committee (Dusan Cekarmis, Dejan Subotic, Dragan Popovich) and a Building
Committee (Fr. Ilija, Darko Hrle, Milan Radic).

We have maintained our initial joy to the present time and its climax will occur
at the end when we will have a great festival to celebrate together a successful
completion. On this occasion, we will invite His Grace Bishop Maxim to pass
out certificates of recognition to everyone who participated in purchasing the
property, even if it was only one dollar. In this light, the Assembly decided,
alongside the Stewardship Program that pays for operating expenses of the
Church, to create a Well-doer Program for the purchase of the property. It was
decided that the Program has the following categories of giving:

- Supporter: all who give to $1,000;

- Contributor: all who give from $1,001 to $2,000;

- Benefactor: fall who give from $2,001 to $5,000;

- Great Benefactor: all who give from $5,001 to $50,000;
- Founder: all who give from $50,001 and up.

The contributions we make to God are the part of the gifts that He has bestowed
upon us. Starting with the next bulletin, we will publish all those who have
contributed by the above noted groups. Names will be published based on the
actual money received and not on the pledge amount, which means that indi-
viduals will move from group to group as their contributions increase. The ac-
tual amount of donation will not be published.

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to show that we are a great brotherly community. In this way, those who have
estranged themselves a little from their Church and us can ask themselves,
“Who am [? Have I renounced my faith, my ancestors and honorable history?
What will I leave my children and heirs?”” Those who do not wish to have their
names published may contact Fr. Ilija or Mile Stevanovic. Within the last 15
days, we have collected $90,000 from pledges made at the meeting. The collec-
tion of pledges will continue intensively with the goal that every parishioner be
contacted, whether by mail or by individuals as designated by the Finance Com-
mittee. I ask that you actively participate because by March 24, 2010 we need to
collect the required $200,000 down payment to be able to enter into the pur-
chase process that the Seller is requiring. The remaining $300,000 will be paid
off when we collect this remaining balance, but not later than five years. Our
monthly mortgage payment will include an interest rate of 5%.

I would say that God’s mercy is upon us because He has allowed us to be those
who together with our children, grandchildren and friends build a Serbian Or-
thodox Church in Seattle. Not everyone has this opportunity. Even though we
don’t always think alike, it does not mean that we are not united and have the
same goal. His Grace Bishop Maxim has blessed our decision to purchase this
property. What is left for us is that with our unity we gladden St. Sava in
Heaven whose name our church carries.

I would conclude with that which the Holy Gospel teaches, “Give and you will
receive.” (Lk. 6:38)
